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ABSTRACT

The study has been conducted in 1w villages belonging to Galsi-1 and Kanksa blocks of Burdwan distict in West Bengal

Villages, blocks and district have been purposively selected. Out of 218 agricultural houscholds 50 have been selected by the
technique of Simple Random sampling Without Replacement (SRSWOR). The studs has been carried out with the objectives of
finding source wise annual level of income and estimating extent of livelthood security of agricultural households. Data have
been collected on area under various crops, source wise income, and family liing expenditure for various components of
Iielihood security. Thereference year of the study s 2011-12. The study reveals that the largest portion of income is carned from
wage labour in marginal size ciass. In small and semi-medium sie classes the largest share of income comes from crop
production. Highest percentage of male is occupied in crop production in all hesize classes. Most of the female are occupied in
wage labour: Across all th size classes expenditure on food commodites of agricultural households isless than th estimated.
