Considering the overall vegetative grovth paraneters as wellas nutield the present study concluded that
the hybrids such as A-71, B-27, D-19, G-8 and H-6 may be promising for commercial culivation. The study also revealed that
both KBNand VIH-711/4 were identfied as betermale parontor hybridization programmein casher.
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
