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ABSTRACT

Design of landscape gandens are reated by plottng diffrent parameters which are in one hand made through floricultural crops
and others remain direetly as acsthetic components made by other than flower crops in a sretch of and. Efforts were made 10
study the importance of these components while one should considered before going 1o design a landscape garden. Hence, 42
gandens from diffrent districs of st Bengal were purposively selected and 20 parameters were standardized (by asking
questionnaire and afier consulting with several expert and professional in this arena). Fioricultural components were
herbaceous bonder and shrubbery bonder: Acsthetic components were different garden features. Components lke focal point,
colour arrangement and cost involsement were produced through mingling effectof flower crops and aesthetic componens. In
most of the gandens herbaceous border and shrubbers bonder wer just maintained resealing 38.1% and 52.4% of the total
‘gandens respectively. Mostof the designerpreferred 1o instal garden eatures ‘more thansix in mumber ‘reporting 61.9%of total
‘gandens. Itwas reported that gandens consisting of one focal point were most acceptable. Foliage arrangement (30% o total
gandens) as aganden component was ollowed in every where whether the garden was situated in drier tractsor hilly areas or in
plains. Costofestablishmentofa gardenwas a determining fctor for designinga ganden. Costof establishment (upto Rupees *10
lakhs)ofagandenswas reconded mazimum (7.1%of otal gardens) n the year of 200 (some gardens were not completedyer).
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
