Among two different pes of cocom, yellow
ype of unproductive palms reconded maximum neera yicld of 8611 from single inflorescence within a span of 60 days during
October - November with a net annual reun of R 19150/ per palm where s grcen type of unproductive palns recorded 50.5
Lofneera yield during October-November with an annual income of Rs17760 per palm. Tn case of prodictive pains, yellow
ype roconded highest neera yield of 89.4 ltrs fiom single inflorescence within a span of 60 days during fhe period of June -
iy out of wiich 60.1 I harvested during night ime. A comparativ sty berween it ield and neera yicid of prodictive
pais idicated fhat irrespective of any fype reurm from neera s always higher than nut yield and it was maximum (R 19950

nproductve palns can giv a very good monetary reum which will uismately help to upft he economic satis ofth farmer
