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ABSTRACT
A  study  was  conducted  in  the  District  of  Bankura  to  asses  the  development  of  small  and  marginal  farmers  in  relation  to Radharamanpur watershed. This study reveals that in corporation of new technologies and cropping pattern enhance the yield of major crops in the watershed area .The increment in yield with respect to paddy, ground nut, mustard and variable are 36.30, 40,

33.3 per cent, respectively. The results further showed that fuel wood and fodder yield have been incised to the tune of 66.66 and

75 per cent, respectively with respect to small farmers. The socio economic status of the area has been increased by 75 and 64

per cent for small and marginal farmers respectively.
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
